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MOOSE AND BEAR HUNTING 
Moose hunting :  a record year ! 

9 moose harvested in only two weeks: 5 males, 3 females and 1 calf. The moose population is in-

creasing since a few years and that reflects our higher success rate. 
 

Bear hunting : a definite succes for the American visitors 

Close to 30 American hunters came visiting for this activity. 22 bears have been harvested, 11 males 

and 11 females.
